
▪ Villiersdorp Hanepoot Jerepigo 

This full sweet jerepigo is made exclusively from hanepoot grapes. Enjoy at the end of a 

meal as dessert wine or serve with crushed ice in summer. An ideal companion on a hunting 

or fishing trip or as a sipper on cold winter evenings in front of the fireplace. 

▪ Van Loveren Rooi Muscadel 

A fortified full sweet dessert wine with abundant raisin and muscat flavours. The perfect 

ending to a fine meal. Serve with cheese and fruit or on ice as an aperitif on hot summer 

days. 

▪ Boplaas Cape Ruby Port 

This Cape Ruby exhibits a deft balance between ripe fruit flavours, supple tannins, spice and 

hints of oak that make it such a versatile, approachable and enjoyable style of Cape Ports. 

The wine partners well with mature cheeses, charcuterie, venison, roast lamb, dark 

chocolates or any full flavoured dishes of your liking. Serve slightly chilled in warmer 

climates and in a red wine glass. Alternatively enjoy as a mixer in cocktails or serve “on the 

rocks”. 

▪ Boplaas Tinta Barocca 

A medium bodied wine with its combination of ripe plum, mulberries, juicy raspberry jam, 

bright spice and undercurrent of cocoa powder, typical of Tinta, all wrapped in soft tannins. 

An ideal aperitif or partner to rustic country fare – grilled red meats, venison, warming 

casseroles, a Sunday roast chicken or casual al fresco dining with fine friends and good 

cheese. 

▪ Boplaas Stoepsit Sauvignon Blanc 

Fresh fruit flavours of lime and lemongrass on the nose. Lovely tangy lime-flavours with 

good weight and a crisp dry finish on the pallet. The flavours of this Sauvignon is best paired 

with grilled Kabeljou and thick home-style chips, alternatively serve this wine well chilled as 

an aperitif or accompaniment anytime! 

▪ Alvi’s Drift Pinotage 

A juicy plum-and-ripe-black-cherry character dominates both bouquet and palate, with hints 

of liquorice and sweet vanilla. The wine boasts a seamless tannin structure, well balanced 

with subtle hints of berries and vanilla following through. It can be enjoyed immediately but 

will reward with up to three years of cellar maturation. 

▪ Boplaas Merlot 

This fruit forward, medium bodied Merlot greats the taster with ripe plum, bright red cherry, 
hints of bramble jam, subtle spice, vanilla and an undercurrent of fynbos – while the soft 
tannins and mild acidity make for an appealing glass of honest red wine. 
 
▪ Alvi’s Drift Chenin Blanc 
 
Star bright with tinges of lime and green, this wine boasts delightful aromas of white peach, 
blossoms and citrus. It has a crisp acidity, balanced beautifully with the fruit following 
through on the palate, backed by a soft, creamy texture that lingers long, with a zesty, 
refreshing lime finish. 

 
 



 
▪ Springfield Whole Berry Cabernet Sauvignon 

This is a lovely velvety wine with softer tannins and classical varietal characteristics. This 

traditional wine is unfiltered and unfined, which may deposit sediment and might require 

decanting. 

▪ Zandvliet Shiraz 

The wine introduces you to a ripe complex nose showing flavours of plums, blackcurrants 

and pepper with hints of mixed spice. These deep flavours follow through to a seamless, 

supple and complex palate with added hints of dark chocolate. 

▪ My Best Friend Red (Cape Dry Red) 

This wine welcomes you to a ripe complex nose filled with aromas of red fruit, plums and 

spice. These aromas follow through to an elegant palate that finishes with a smooth 

aftertaste. Cabernet Sauvignon/Shiraz/Pinotage. 

▪ Van Loveren Calcrete Chardonnay 

An unwooded Chardonnay with elegant minerality and food friendliness. Subtle and light.
